FORGEFINDER, INC. SELLER AGREEMENT

I.
GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE FORGEFINDER WEB SITE

ForgeFinder, Inc. (hereinafter “ForgeFinder”) is the first and only digital marketplace devoted exclusively to the forged metal industry.  It gives Site Members one-stop global access for buying and selling forged products that will increase their profitability and transform their business.

The following ForgeFinder Seller Agreement (“Seller Agreement”) establishes the terms and conditions pursuant to which ForgeFinder offers forging sellers access to our services.  ForgeFinder provides a Web site located at http://www.forgefinder.com (the “Site”) that allows properly registered members (“Site Members”) of the forged metal community to buy and sell forged metal products through ForgeFinder's proprietary Web-based auction software.  Execution of a Seller Agreement is a necessary prerequisite to participation in the Request for Quotation process.

II. 
DEFINITIONS

A. 
Request for Quotation (“RFQ” or “RFQs”) - a Request for Quotation is the process by which a buyer of forged metal submits all of the data required for consideration by sellers of forged metal so that they can properly formulate a price and delivery schedule.  The RFQ includes material specifications, dimensional characteristics, tolerances, heat-treating requirements, testing requirements, and delivery instructions, among other things.    

B. 
Seller - a qualified* Site Member responding to a RFQ with an offer to sell a forged metal product.

C.
 Buyer - a qualified* Site Member posting a RFQ for the purchase of a forged metal product. 

* Site Members are qualified based on: (1) verified responses to the appropriate ForgeFinder Buyer/Seller Agreements; (2) acceptance of the ForgeFinder Terms and Conditions and Site Rules; (3) acceptable credit and quality approval; and (4) ForgeFinder discretion.

III.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A.
Acceptance of Terms and Conditions

This Seller Agreement describes the terms and conditions applicable to Seller’s use of the Site.  In jurisdictions where electronic signatures are binding, you may accept the Terms and Conditions of usage by identifying yourself and your company and clicking the “I Accept” button.  Upon confirmation of your authorized status by ForgeFinder, Site participation will be permitted.  In all other jurisdictions, these Terms and Conditions serve as notice of same and you may accept the terms and conditions of this Seller Agreement by signing a hard copy of this Seller Agreement and mailing or faxing the Seller Agreement (where appropriate) to ForgeFinder at (703) 530-8172.  In all cases, you are representing and warranting that you, as a duly authorized legal representative of your company, can form legally binding contracts under applicable law.  Please print a copy of this Seller Agreement for your records.  If you have questions concerning this Seller Agreement, please contact us at (703) 530-8171 or at help@forgefinder.com.

ForgeFinder may amend this Seller Agreement in its sole discretion at any time by posting the amended terms and conditions on the Site, and the effective date of any such amendment will be the date on which the amended Site Member’s terms and conditions is so posted on the site.  Continued use of the Site following the effective date constitutes the Site Member’s acceptance of the amended terms and conditions of this Seller Agreement.  Without limiting the generality or effect of the foregoing, we may also add, delete or modify some or all of our services at any time at our sole discretion. 
B.
Eligibility for Membership

This Site is available to any qualified participants in the worldwide forged metal industry who are capable of forming legally binding contracts under applicable law.  Site Members are qualified based on: (1) verified responses to the appropriate ForgeFinder Seller/Buyer Agreements; (2) acceptance of the ForgeFinder Terms and Conditions and Site rules; (3) acceptable credit and quality approval; and (4) ForgeFinder discretion.  

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Seller Agreement, ForgeFinder may refuse to accept any application for membership and/or limit a Seller’s use of the Site at any time, in its sole discretion.  Violations of the ForgeFinder Terms and Conditions and/or industry and ethical standards may disqualify Site Members from continued participation in ForgeFinder RFQ events.  If you have any questions about this Seller Agreement or any of its Terms and Conditions, please contact us (703) 530-8171 or help@forgefinder.com.  

C.
Terms and Conditions between Site Members

This Seller Agreement, including, without limitation, Section 4 hereof (“Transaction Rules”), the Site’s Privacy Policy (“Privacy Policy”) and the Transaction Commission Schedule (“Transaction Commission Schedule”) governs your use of the Site and constitutes your “Site Member’s Terms and Conditions.”  The specific terms and conditions of a Buyer’s purchase of products or services (such as pricing, warranties from you as a Seller, delivery, etc.), however, are established between each Buyer and you as the Seller, subject to compliance with the Transaction Rules.  Seller, and each Buyer with whom you do business on the Site, has the option to add its own terms and conditions to any transaction.

The Site acts as an interactive venue for Site Members to purchase and sell forged metal products and services.  ForgeFinder is not involved in the actual Transactions between Site Members.  Accordingly, ForgeFinder has no control over the truth or accuracy of postings, the ability of sellers to sell in response to their RFQ bids or the buyers to purchase products pursuant to the RFQs they post on the Site.  Because we are not involved in Member-to-Member transactions, in the event of any dispute between you and another Site Member, you release ForgeFinder, it agents and employees from any claims and damages of every nature (including, without limitation, actual, special, incidental and consequential), known and unknown, disclosed and undisclosed, arising out of or in any way connected with such dispute.

Although Buyers are posting RFQs on the Site and Sellers are advertising their services or responding to RFQs, ForgeFinder does not set nor endorse the price, contract terms, quality, safety conformance or legality of the products and services advertised or offered for sale, the ability of Sellers to sell products or services or the ability of Buyers to buy products or services.  ForgeFinder cannot and does not control whether Buyers will complete the purchase of products or services they offer to purchase.  ForgeFinder is not responsible for payment or collection for transactions made and RFQs placed with or through this Site and you expressly agree to indemnify and hold ForgeFinder harmless for all such claims.

Seller agrees and acknowledges that Buyers determine, in their sole discretion, which Sellers are authorized to do business with them, which Sellers can view their RFQs and which Sellers may bid on or ask questions about their RFQs.  Buyers, in their sole discretion, can exclude any Seller from viewing and/or bidding upon their RFQs.

FORGEFINDER PROVIDES THE SITE ON AN “AS IS” AND “AS AVAILABLE” BASIS AND WITHOUT WARRANTY OR CONDITION, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED.  SITE MEMBER AGREES THAT USE OF THE SITE IS AT SITE MEMBER’S SOLE RISK.  FORGEFINDER EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMS ALL WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, (1) THE IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, (2) FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE AND NON-INFRINGEMENT, (3) THAT SERVICE WILL BE CONTINUOUS, UNINTERRUPTED AND/OR ERROR-FREE, (IV) AS TO THE QUALITY, IDENTITY OR RELIABILITY OF ANY BUYER OR SELLER AND WHETHER YOU SHOULD DO BUSINESS WITH SUCH BUYER OR SELLER, AND (5) AS TO THE ACCURACY OF POSTINGS MADE ON THE SITE BY OR ON BEHALF OF A SELLER OR BUYER.  THE PARTIES DESIRE AND AGREE TO COMPLY FULLY WITH ALL APPLICABLE LAWS, RULES AND REGULATIONS.  SPECIFICALLY, THE PARTIES AGREE THAT THE SITE IS NOT TO BE UTILIZED TO FACILITATE COLLUSION OR OTHER CONDUCT IN VIOLATION OF THE ANTITRUST LAWS OR TO OPERATE IN VIOLATION OF OTHE APPLICABLE LAWS.

D. Transaction Fees

Seller agrees and acknowledges that it is agreeing to pay ForgeFinder a Transaction Fee on any RFQ that is posted on the Site or given directly to the Seller via e-mail or facsimile by an authorized representative or ForgeFinder, that Seller bids upon, and that becomes a binding purchase order between Seller and a Buyer.  This Transaction Fee is 3% of the gross sales price of any forging(s) sold pursuant to an RFQ posted on the Site, and is to be paid by Seller to ForgeFinder.  Gross sales price is defined, for the purpose of this Seller Agreement, as the gross price of the forging(s) sold pursuant to a particular RFQ, including transportation costs, duties and customs clearance fees, if any.  Seller’s obligation to pay ForgeFinder the Transaction Fee arises at the time a binding purchase order between Seller and Buyer is concluded; but payment of the Transaction Fee by Seller to ForgeFinder is not due until 30 days after it receives payment (including all progress payments) from the Buyer.  Seller agrees to continue paying ForgeFinder a 3% Transaction Fee for as long as it supplies the specific forging(s) to the Buyer, but in no event for less than the time frame and or less than the volume set forth in the RFQ, unless the order is canceled and not renewed for a period of two years.  Seller specifically agrees and acknowledges that late deliveries, Buyer’s failure to make payment to Seller in a timely manner, nonconformance of goods sold, delays in Buyer’s acceptance due to production schedules or any other reasons for payment to Seller to be delayed, to not relieve Seller of the obligation to make payment to ForgeFinder in a timely manner.  Failure of Seller to make payment to ForgeFinder in a timely manner will result in any or all of the following:

1) Immediate suspension of Sellers right to participate in auctions on the Site.  Such suspension will not be lifted unless and until Seller satisfies its outstanding financial obligations to ForgeFinder, in a manner acceptable to ForgeFinder, in ForgeFinder’s sole and complete discretion;

2) Legal action for collection pursuant to Section III, L of this Seller Agreement;

3) Interest compounded at a monthly rate of 1.5% for all outstanding and delinquent Transaction Fees; and

4) The Seller’s payment of legal fees equal to 15% of the damages sought and awarded to ForgeFinder as a result of its efforts to collect delinquent Transaction Fees from the Seller.

Failure of ForgeFinder to immediately pursue any or all of the above-referenced rights and remedies does not constitute a waiver of such rights and remedies by ForgeFinder.  ForgeFinder shall be permitted to pursue any, all or none of the above-referenced remedies in its sole and complete discretion.

Seller also agrees and acknowledges that “quoting only” RFQ placements will not be used as a means of circumventing the ForgeFinder Transaction Fee and Seller agrees to return to the Site to make an actual sale of the forged metal products originally quoted on the Site as “quoting only” RFQs.  Quoting only RFQs are defined as RFQs that, for whatever reason, do not result in the issuance of a purchase order to a Seller on the Site.

Seller acknowledges that when a Buyer instructs the Site to reveal the names of the bidding Sellers at the conclusion of any specific auction, then the Buyer must select one of the bidding Sellers to perform the work described in the RFQ or be obligated to the Site for a Transaction Fee based on the lowest bid received by Buyer for said auction.

E.
Circumvention of ForgeFinder

Site Member agrees not to identify and engage in negotiations with a counter-party on the Site and then agree on the terms of the same Transaction off of the Site or otherwise circumvent the payment of the ForgeFinder Transaction Fee contemplated by section D.  Sellers who agree on the terms of a Transaction off of the Site are still liable to pay ForgeFinder the applicable Transaction Fee for such Transaction.  In addition, any Site member who engages in circumvention is subject to having their membership in ForgeFinder immediately and permanently revoked.

F.
Access to the Site

1) Equipment and Connections.  Site Member is responsible for providing all equipment necessary to access the Internet and the Site.  Access to the Site requires use of Microsoft Explorer 4.0 or higher or Netscape Navigator 4.0 or higher.

2) Availability of the Site.  The Site is usually available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  We retain the right, however, to make the Site unavailable from time to time for any reason.  Site Member agrees that ForgeFinder shall not be liable for any damages arising from any interruption, suspension or termination of the Site.

3) Use of Passwords.  Access to and use of the Site is through a combination of a User name and Password.  Each Site Member will choose his or her own unique User Name and Password.  Acceptance of a membership application by ForgeFinder validates a Site Member’s User Name and Password.  The User name and Password provide entry into the Site.  No other Site Member or other person is permitted to access the Site using the User name and Password of any other Site Member.

G.
System Integrity

1) Applicable Laws.  Site Member agrees to comply with all applicable local, state, federal and international laws, statutes, rules and regulations relating to Site Member’s use of the Site.  Without limiting the foregoing, Site Members are responsible for observing all applicable tariffs and trade laws.

2) No Unauthorized Access.  Site Member shall not provide access to the Site to other persons through use of Site Member’s User Name or Password.  The Site Member is solely responsible to ensure that it takes no action or omits to take action which in either case results in any other person utilizing Site Member’s User Name or Password.  ForgeFinder is specifically not responsible for the use of any Site Member’s User Name or Password by another party, except to the extent due to the gross negligence of ForgeFinder.

3) Malicious Intent.  Site Member agrees not to attempt to tamper in any way with the software or functionality of the Site.  Without limiting the foregoing, Site Member agrees not to knowingly put any material into the Site which contains any viruses, time bombs, Trojan horses, worms, cancelbots or other computer programming routines that may damage, interfere with, intercept or expropriate any system, data or information.

4) Maintenance of Confidential Information; Privacy.  Site Member agrees not to disclose other Site Members’ confidential information consistent with accepted industry practices.  Additionally, Site Member agrees not to disclose ForgeFinder confidential information, such as User Name and Password, even within Site Member’s own organization, except on a need-to-know basis.  Site Member agrees not to invade another Site Member’s privacy.  This includes, but is not limited to, the breach or attempted breach of the security of another Member’s computer, software or data without the knowledge and express consent of such Member.  Use or distribution of tools designed for compromising privacy or security is strictly prohibited.  ForgeFinder’s use of information set forth on the Site will be made in accordance with the then current ForgeFinder Privacy Policy, the terms and provisions of which are herein incorporated by reference.

H.
Information Posted on the Site

Site Member is solely responsible for the information that it posts on the Site.  ForgeFinder does not endorse any information posted on the Site by Site Members or third parties.  Site Member agrees that ForgeFinder has no obligation to monitor the content on the Site or links to other Web sites, and expressly disclaims any responsibility of ForgeFinder to filter any such content.  ForgeFinder, however, may take any action with respect to such information that it deems necessary or appropriate in its sole discretion if it believes such information may give rise to liability to it or other parties or interfere or impair its relationship with any Site Member.  Information posted on the Site (1) must not be fraudulent or involve the sale of stolen items; (2) must not infringe any third party’s rights, including but not limited to copyright, patent, trademark, trade secret or other proprietary rights or rights of publicity or privacy; (3) must not violate any applicable law, statute, rule or regulation; (4) must not be obscene, indecent or contain pornography; (5) must not be defamatory, trade libelous, threatening or harassing; and (6) must not link directly or indirectly to or include descriptions of products or services that (a) are prohibited by this Seller Agreement or (b) are concurrently listed as RFQ opportunities on a web site other than ForgeFinder.  In addition, you may not offer to sell on the Site, any product or service which, by paying our Transaction Fee, could reasonably be expected to result in a violation of any applicable law, statute, rule or regulation.
I.
Intellectual Property Matters

Use of this Site by Site Members creates no license other than the limited, revocable usage license defined herein and in other applicable ForgeFinder Registration Agreements.   Site Member acknowledges that all data developed and/or collected by ForgeFinder in connection with the operation of the Site shall be the exclusive property of ForgeFinder.  ForgeFinder’s use of such data will be made in accordance with the Privacy Policy, but no information concerning a Site Member shall be shared with any third parties without the prior written consent of the Site Member with the exception of information and data necessary to process Site Transactions and record keeping or, in appropriate situations, upon service of valid legal process.   

All third party content published on the Site is property of the respective copyright owners.  Enforcement responsibilities lie with such intellectual property owners but Site Members are expected to respect such rights and refrain from copying or distributing such content in any way for commercial purposes. 

To enable ForgeFinder to use information provided by Site Member in connection with the operation of the Site and the advertisement thereof by ForgeFinder without violating any such claimed rights, Site Member grants to ForgeFinder a non-exclusive, worldwide, perpetual, irrevocable, royalty-free right to exercise the copyright, trademark and publicity rights (but not other rights) you have in such information on the Internet and otherwise in any publicity material of ForgeFinder during the time of such Site member's participation in the Site.  ForgeFinder’s use of such information will be in accordance with the Privacy Policy, but no information concerning the Site Member shall be shared with any third parties without the prior written consent of the Site Member,  with the exception of information and data necessary to process Site Transactions and record keeping or, in appropriate situations, upon service of valid legal process.  The foregoing license will terminate upon the termination of Site Member’s membership in ForgeFinder.

J.
Termination and Expiration

1) Termination Rights.  Either ForgeFinder or Site Member may immediately, and with or without cause, terminate this Seller Agreement.

2) Member Obligations upon Termination or Expiration.  Site Member agrees that, upon termination of this ForgeFinder Seller Agreement, Site Member will:

a) Pay all outstanding debts, if any, to ForgeFinder within thirty (30) days.

b) Honor all outstanding Transactions.

c) Honor all outstanding responses to RFQs that have been submitted prior to the termination.

K.
Relationship between ForgeFinder and Site Members

Site Member and ForgeFinder are independent contractors, and no agency, partnership, joint venture, employer-employee or other similar relationship is intended or created by Site Member’s acceptance of the terms and conditions of this ForgeFinder Seller Agreement or by Site Member’s use of the site.

L. Dispute Resolution

This ForgeFinder Seller Agreement and the relationship between Site Member and ForgeFinder shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia without regard to its conflict of law provisions.  Site Member and ForgeFinder agree that any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to the Site Member, its use of the Site and ForgeFinder shall be submitted to the personal and exclusive jurisdiction of the courts located within Prince William County, Virginia. 
M.
Limitation of Liability

As a condition of membership to the Site, and in consideration of the services provided by ForgeFinder, Site Member agrees that neither ForgeFinder, nor any officer, affiliate, director, shareholder, agent or employee of ForgeFinder, will be liable to Site Member or any third party for any direct, indirect, incidental, special, punitive or consequential loss of profits, loss of earnings, loss of business opportunities, damages, expenses, or costs resulting directly or indirectly from, or otherwise arising in connection with:

1) the use of the Site by the Site Member, including but not limited to damages resulting from or arising from Site Member’s reliance on the Site, or the mistakes, omissions, interruptions, errors, defects, delays in operation, non-deliveries, improper deliveries, transmissions, eavesdropping by third parties, or any failure of performance of the Site;

2) the termination of Site Member’s membership by ForgeFinder;

3) the failure, or alleged failure, of any product purchased through the Site to conform to any specifications or terms, whether published on the Site or not;

4) the breach, or alleged breach, of any warranty, express or implied, relating to any such product or shipment;

5) the failure of any Buyer to conclude a transaction, to pay for forged product that has been delivered by Seller or accept delivery of nonconforming product; or

6) government restriction, strikes, war, any natural disaster or force majeure, or any other condition beyond ForgeFinder’s reasonable control.  The limitations set forth in this section do not apply to the gross negligence or willful misconduct of ForgeFinder and its affiliates (excluding Site Members), subcontractors, employees, and agents, which, but for this provision, would give rise to a course of action in contract, or any other legal doctrine.

N.
Indemnification

Without limiting the generality or effect of other provisions of this Seller Agreement, as a condition of membership, each Site Member agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend ForgeFinder, and each of its respective affiliates, sub-contractors, agents, and employees against all third party claims, liabilities and damages incurred or allegedly incurred by ForgeFinder arising out of such Site Member’s engagement in transactions on the Site, including but not limited to any product or services sold on the Site for failure of a product to meet specifications or breach of warranty, but excluding such damages arising out of ForgeFinder’s gross negligence or willful misconduct.

O.
Other General Provisions 

This Seller Agreement constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties with respect to the subject matter of the ForgeFinder Seller Agreement, and supersedes and replaces any and all prior written or verbal agreement.  Headings are for reference only.  A party’s failure to insist upon or enforce strict performance of any provisions of the Seller Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver of any provision or right.  Neither the course of conduct between Site Member and ForgeFinder nor trade practice shall act to modify any provision of this Seller Agreement.  If any provision of this Seller Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, such determination shall not affect such provision in any other respect or any other provision of the Seller Agreement that shall remain in full force and effect.  This Seller Agreement is binding upon the legal successors and assigns of the Seller and ForgeFinder.

IV.
TRANSACTION RULES

The following Transaction Rules are incorporated into and subject to the terms of the ForgeFinder Seller Agreement between you and ForgeFinder.  You, as a Site Member, agree to abide by such Transaction Rules as a condition of your use of the Site and your participation in the Site’s activities.

A. Transaction Rules – General

1) Only Site Members may buy or sell products and services through the Site.

2) Site Members must keep their User Name and Password confidential at all times.

3) A Transaction Opportunity is created within the Site when a Buyer submits an RFQ to the Site Administrator and the Site Administrator thereafter posts the RFQ on the site for review and bidding by potential Sellers or sends the RFQ directly to Sellers via e-mail or facsimile.

4) A Transaction is concluded when the bidding period on a particular RFQ ends and the Buyer selects the Seller to produce the forged metal components on its behalf.

5) A Transaction is binding on both Buyer and Seller after Buyer selects the winning Seller.  The Transaction is binding on both parties on the terms contained within the Buyer’s RFQ and the Seller’s selected RFQ response, and such terms may not be unilaterally altered by any party.

6) Only those Transactions identified as “CONFIDENTIAL” in advance of, or contemporaneously with, the submission of an RFQ by Buyer, will be kept confidential by ForgeFinder by and among Buyer, selected Sellers and ForgeFinder.

7) Buyers determine which RFQs and other offers to purchase to make available to which Selling Site Members based on their own criteria.

8) ForgeFinder reserves the right to revoke the access privileges of any Site Member.

9) All Site Members agree not to manipulate the price of any products or services offered on the Site, either through the use of shills, alias or decoys or by acting as another Buyer or Seller for the purpose of manipulating pricing or delivery of goods pursuant a particular RFQ.

B.
Transaction Rules - Buyers

1) Buyers may post RFQs that are directed to one or more potential Sellers and Buyer has the responsibility to select the Sellers with which it wants to do business.  Buyer has the ability to keep its RFQs confidential to itself, ForgeFinder and a pre-approved list of Sellers.

2) Buyers can post an unlimited number of RFQs and consider an unlimited number of RFQ responses.  Buyers, however, are solely responsible for their ability to meet all financial commitments made pursuant to any purchase orders.

3) Buyers initiate a Transaction by entering a RFQ into the Site, which is subsequently approved for distribution by the Site Administrator.

4) Buyers may choose to remain anonymous to potential Sellers during the RFQ process.

5) Buyers establish the deadline for Sellers to respond to their RFQs by setting the RFQ expiration date and time.  Buyers may terminate the RFQ response period at any time, and without advance notice to the Sellers.

6) All RFQ responses (bids) must be made in U.S. dollars, unless specified otherwise by the Buyer.

7) Buyers may respond to e-mail questions raised by Sellers as they attempt to prepare appropriate responses to the RFQ.

8) ForgeFinder does not charge Buyers a Transaction Fee/Commission for buying products or services on the Site.  A Transaction Fee/Commission is paid by the Seller in all Transactions.

9) Once a Buyer has determined that it wishes to know the identities of all of the Sellers that have responded to its RFQ, then the Buyer is required to make a purchase of the forged metal component that is the subject of the RFQ through the Site.

C.
Transaction Rules – Sellers

1) Sellers will determine which Buyers are authorized to do business with them based on their own criteria.  There is no requirement that a Seller respond to any RFQ, even an RFQ that is directed specifically to them.

2) Sellers are solely responsible for validating the Buyer’s credit worthiness and buying authority based on their own criteria.

3) All RFQ responses (bids) must be in U.S. dollars, unless specified otherwise by the Buyer.

4)
Sellers are solely responsible for all Transaction Fees owed to the Site

pursuant to their ForgeFinder Seller Agreement.  Seller’s obligation to pay ForgeFinder the Transaction Fee arises at the time a binding purchase order between Buyer and Seller is concluded; but payment of the Transaction Fee by Seller to ForgeFinder is not due until 30 days after payments, including progress payments, are received by the Seller.  Payment is due to ForgeFinder in U.S. dollars.  Site Members are responsible for paying all applicable taxes and for all hardware, software, services and other costs and expenses they incur to sell, buy or access the Site.  A Buyer’s or Seller’s breach of its obligations with respect to any Transaction does not and will not relieve Seller of its obligation to pay ForgeFinder a Transaction Fee/Commission with respect to such breached Transaction.

5)
Sellers can only sell their own products and services to Buyers through the Site.

7) Sellers may respond to any RFQ they can view on the Site, but it is the Seller’s responsibility to determine if it can produce the product that is required by the Buyer.

7)
Sellers can determine the length of validity of an offer by setting the offer’s expiration date and time in their RFQ responses.

Sellers may submit multiple responses to a single RFQ.

10) Sellers can view RFQs by being selected by the Buyer to receive a copy of the RFQ or by searching the Site for RFQs that meeting their production capabilities.
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
